Modulating to a new key

To Transition to a new Key you use the V7 of the new key

Chords in a major key – These are the chords that can be made using the notes of the key:

I     ii    iii     IV    V    vi   (v˚)

In the Circle of 5ths the relative minor is just below the major. It is the 6th degree of the scale. It is called relative because it uses the same scale notes as the major (same key signature) the relative minor chord is the minor chord that is built on the 6th degree of the scale. 

In building chords there is only one note difference and that is the root of the relative minor

Relative minors as substitutions – because they are so closely related the major and it’s relative minor can often be substituted for each other to get a different sound.
