Below is a list of requirements for playing in the Bellingham Ukulele Orchestra. You must be able to demonstrate proficiency in the below listed skills. In addition, as an Orchestra member you must also be commited to; Attending weekly rehearsals, Learning new skills and improving, be willing to listen to and blend with the rest of the group, participating in public performances, and having fun.

Chords – must know and be able to move (change) between the following chords with ease and without losing the beat. 

A, A7, Am

B, Bb, B7, Bm

C, C7,  Cm

D, D7, Dm

E, Eb, E7, Em

F, F7, Fm

G, G7, Gm

Must be willing to learn barre (or closed) chords and chord inversions out of first position

Music reading- Must be able to read  musical notation in the keys of C, F, G, Bb,  and understand, note values, and time signatures.

Strumming

Double strum – keep a steady beat while singing and be able to play Calypso strum, triplets, use a flatpick, tremelo with flatpick.

Singing: must be able to strum and sing simultaneously.

Scales: Must be able to play the major pentatonic scale of any key. 

C scale, C scale in thirds. F scale first position as well as Scales up the neck:

Scales beginning on the C string up the neck, Same scales in thirds. Scales beginning on the G string. Same scales in thirds
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
