Borrowing chords for outside of the key – To provide variety in the music so that all songs don’t sound the same. This is really a mini key change. 
Every key has only one dominant chord (the V) and so when there is more that one in a song, it is borrowed from another key and contains notes that are note in the key. That create tension, interest, spice, and fun!

Circle of 5ths – 5 of the 5
Practice this progression: B7, E7, A7, D7, G7, C7, F7, Bb 

And for those ready for a bit more challenge: Eb7, Ab7, Db7, F#7, B
5 ft 2 – classic, regular

Walk Right In

Side by Side

TIPS: Use the V7 to transition back to the top but no to the bridge or chorus.

On a chorus or bridge, try going to the IV chord. It often (but not always) the chord that starts a bridge or chorus. 

Back in The Saddle Again – uses many of the things we have talked about; Relative minor, 5 of 5, and goes to the IV on the chorus.
