UKULELE BASICS
HOW TO HOLD THE UKULELE:

Hold at about a 45 degree angle, vertically against your body.

The ukulele should be supported by your right arm and your left hand.

FINGERING

Your left thumb should be placed lightly on the back of the fretboard about 1-2 inches down from the nut

Use the tips of the fingers to fret; fingers should be curved.

Place fingers between the fret wires – not on them.

CHORDS – 

When learning chords, work on teaching your fingers the shapes. Do not build chords one finger at a time. Memorize chord shapes. Try not to look at your fingers. Do not press too hard on fretboard.  Apply only as much pressure as is necessary to make a good sound. 

Strum using the fleshy part of your right thumb.
